8. Chastity and celibacy are two di erent things, as Martin points out
beginning on page 197. Describe the di erences. What is the central aim
of both chastity and celibacy?

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YOUR GUIDE

ere are Ve sessions in this guide, each with questions that focus on ideas,
statements, and stories from chapters in the book and are designed to help
stimulate the open sharing of your own ideas, opinions, and stories.

At the beginning of each session is a prayer in the words of one of the saints.
Above all, the saints were people of prayer. We acknowledge this in our own
opening and closing prayers each time we gather.

At the end of each session is a section entitled Love in Action. e saints
were people who expressed God s love and mercy through their actions
every day. We are called by our baptism to do the same. s section invites
you to take action before the next gathering, to do something that ows
naturally from the content of the sessions reading.

MEETING FORMAT

You may want to use the format below when your discussion group meets.
And you may want to adapt it for the needs of your group.

GATHERING

e leader begins the meeting by lighting a candle and praying: We begin
in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. We thank
you, God, for bringing us together to deepen our faith by meeting your
saints. May they inspire us as we also use our time and talents to further
the mission of your Son, Jesus Christ. e group then prays together the
prayer of that sessions saint.

DISCUSSING

In session 1, the leader may rst invite participants to introduce themselves
and remind all that open, respectful, and nonjudgemental conversation

is encouraged. e discussion continues with the questions. In sessions 2
through 5, the leader may open by asking participants to share their re ec-
tions on the actions they took since the last gathering.

CLOSING

e leader encourages participants to read the Love in Action section and
re ect on the actions they may take before the next session. All pray the
Lords Prayer together, and the candle is extinguished.

DISCUSSION

1. Feeling gratitude for God s creative action in our lives is a key concept in
Ignatian spirituality.  ink back over your day. What one thing, person, or
event touched you today for which you are most grateful?

2. A number of saints were men or women given over to the vanities of the
world, as Ignatius says of himself in his autobiography. How might you
describe the relationship between sinfulness and eventual holiness?

3. e spirituality of Ignatius of Loyola can be summed up as  nding God
in all things. Where in your everyday life might you experience God, if
you were to look?

4. Balancing activity with prayer is a constant challenge. Do you have a
habit of prayer? When and where do you like to pray?

5. In the 1960s and 1970s, Pedro Arrupe challenged the Jesuits to promote
the faith that does justice. How does your faith shape your views of work
on behalf of justice?

6. What struck you about Arrupes dedication to poor and marginalized people?

7. Arrupe said, For me, Jesus Christ is everything. Who is Jesus Christ
for you?

8. Humility, obedience, and surrender marked Arrupes work. When
have you found yourself faced with no choice but to submit to authority
and relinquish control? How did it feel? What is the interaction between
surrender and faith?

9. Do you relate to the saints in the patronage model or the companion-
ship model, as described on page 112?

10. Bernadette had a peak spiritual experience in the grotto at Lourdes. If
someone told you he or she had had such an experience, how would you
react? What role do miracles play in your faith?

11. For Martin, Bernadette is a symbol of the need to remain true to ones
own personal vision. When have you felt challenged in that regard?

12. e Virgins messages were simple and sensible: penance, prayer,
pilgrimage, Martin writes of the Virgin Marys appearances to Bernadette. What
is the purpose of a pilgrimage? Have you ever participated in one? Can you
describe the experience?

LOVE IN ACTION: PRAYER What are your prayer habits? If
you dont have the habit of daily prayer, start with a few minutes each
morning. Consider a new source of inspiration  perhaps the Internet
(see the 3-Minute Retreat at www. ndinggod.org) or a book of daily
re ections. Be faithful to this commitment until our next gathering.
