 ✤ We honor our parents by loving, 
respecting, helping, and obeying 
them. We also pray for our parents.
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 ✤ We also keep the Fourth 
Commandment when we respect 
and obey those in authority, such 
as our teachers or crossing guards. 
Jesus wants us to respect and obey 
leaders in our country and our 
Church. The Holy Spirit helps us 
honor and obey those in authority.

 ✤ In the Gospel of Mark, Jesus said to 
give respect to your government’s 
leaders, but God is our ultimate 
leader. 

 ✤ Good leaders are honest and 
trustworthy, and they show us 
respect. A good leader never asks 
us to do something that is wrong.
