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Ignatius of Loyola was born in Spain to a large 
Catholic family. He became a soldier but was 
wounded in battle. After returning home, he 
read books about Jesus and decided to devote 
his life to God.
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Jesus gave us the sacraments. The sacraments 
are special signs that God is with us. 
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God’s special gift of grace, brought to us by 
the Holy Spirit in the sacraments, helps us be 
God’s friends. 
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The Holy Spirit helps us act as God wants us to 
act. The good we find in our words and actions 
is called the Fruits of the Holy Spirit.
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Baptism is the first sacrament we celebrate. 
During the rite, a special way of celebrating, 
water is poured over a person’s head. 
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Baptism takes away Original Sin. Original Sin is 
in the world because Adam and Eve chose not 
to obey God. 
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The Sacrament of Reconciliation is a time 
when we talk to God heart-to-heart. 
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We Worship God

Jesus tells us he is the vine, and we cannot 
grow strong unless we stay close to him.
