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Saint Alphonsus Liguori was a lawyer, preacher, 
priest, and Doctor of the Church. He founded 
the Redemptorists. 
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A mystery is something we believe even 
though we do not completely understand it. 
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Jesus is the Son of God who became man, 
which is called the mystery of the Incarnation. 
Jesus is both divine and human, true God and 
true man. 
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It is with the help of the Holy Spirit that the 
Church carries on the teachings of Jesus and 
continues his mission on earth. 
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Sanctifying grace is a gift from God that we 
cannot earn on our own. 
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Before Saint John XXIII was elected pope, he 
was known as Angelo Roncalli. The greatest 
achievement of Saint John XXIII was calling the 
Second Vatican Council. 
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Pastoral letters written by the pope are 
called encyclicals. 
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The Apostles’ Creed summarizes our beliefs 
as Christians. The word creed comes from the 
Latin word credo, which means “I believe.” 
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New Life in Jesus

We call the mystery of God becoming man in 
Jesus the Incarnation. 
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In the image of the Church as a sacred temple, 
Jesus is the a capstone, the crowning point of 
a building.
