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Dominion is control or rule.
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God wants us to uphold the moral law in our 
relationships with one another and expects us 
to do the same for our natural world.
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As God’s people we have a responsibility to 
care for all creatures, one another, and our 
natural world.
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Along with dominion, God also gave 
us responsibility. He entrusted us with 
the responsibility of caring for his 
magnificent creation.
