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As Catholics we share our faith with others
through our words and actions.
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The Letter of James explores the theme of
faith and good deeds. It also explains that
faith without action is meaningless.
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Saint Patrick was a military officer who was
captured and enslaved in Ireland. Never
losing his faith, he forgave and helped those
who had enslaved him.
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Upon his return to Ireland, Patrick
introduced the Celtic tribes to Christianity

by establishing monasteries, convents, and
parishes, and adapting pagan celebrations to
Christian feasts.
